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CURRICULUM

The best way to jumpstart the hustle and the bustle in the classroom is to introduce new activities to the children. They are always curious and excited to see new things on the shelves. These keep them busy, focused, and their skills honed.





In practical life, jobs in pouring, tweezing, spooning are available to


strengthen finger muscles. Also, continued practice of grace and courtesy in and out of the classroom will be done.





The activities in the sensorial area will let the children explore and build concepts of color, dimension, and shape from materials such as the pink cubes, brown prisms, knobbed cylinders & baric tablets. Reinforce the learned concepts at home by playing games such as “Treasure Hunt” or “Find Me A…”. For example, provide a cubed object (let your child feel the corners); then ask him/her to find 3 objects of the same characteristic from his/her playroom. Please provide a box/basket or specify where he/she can place them. Once completed, go over the objects and reiterate the characteristic you are looking for. 


 


Math concepts will continue to revolve on recognizing, tracing, and or writing of numerals. Quantification exercises are available through the use of the various 1-10 activities, teen board, ten board, and the 100 board. Some of the children will continue utilizing the addition strip board while a few of them will be introduced to cooperative games involving numbers.





Sound sorting and concept building are options in the language area. Continued exercises of blending the sounds are expected as well in the classroom. Storytelling will be a big part of our curriculum as the children come back to school with holiday or family trip stories. Please refer to the “Show and Tell” calendar and instructions for more details. Our cultural subjects will keep the young minds intrigued about the Winter season and the Arctic animals.

Example:

Who: I went with my mom, dad, Jane, my baby sister, nana, and popo. (show family picture)


Where: We drove my popo’s car to Lake Tahoe. It was a long drive from my home.


What: There was a lot of snow, and I made a snow man (show a picture) and we made s’mores (show a picture). I had so much fun and we will go back again.
